State Mobility Assistance Program
Program Description:  The Commonwealth of Massachusetts provides financial assistance for transportation services planned, designed, and carried out to meet the special transportation needs of elderly individuals and individuals with disabilities in all areas – urbanized, small urban, and rural.  The program requires coordination with the Federally-funded Section 5310 Program in order to make the most efficient use of State resources.  Projects funded through the Mobility Assistance Program are typically derived from a locally developed Coordinated Public Transit-Human Services Coordination Plan. 
Program Statutory Obligations:  Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 33 of the Acts of 1991.
Program Administration:  The Mobility Assistance Program (MAP) provides capital assistance to public agencies – regional transit authorities, councils on aging, and other municipal organizations – for the purchase of fully-accessible vehicles and related equipment to be used in the provision of transportation services specifically for the elderly, persons with disabilities, and certain other community members on a seats-available basis.  Public agencies receive awards from State funding provided under Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 33 of the Acts of 1991.
Eligibility:  Regional Transit Authorities; municipal agencies including Councils on Aging
Program Geographical Service Area:  Statewide.

Program Benefits:  MAP provides state-of-the-art, fully-accessible vehicles and other capital equipment to assist public agencies and organizations in implementing transit programs tailored to the specialized needs of the elderly and individuals with disabilities.  Regional Transit Authorities receiving capital equipment from the Federal Section 5310 Program, may utilize MAP funding as a 20% local match.
Program Cost and Funding Sources:  Average annual funding - $2 million.
